Procedures for

Admission by Learning Equivalence and AP(E)L Portfolio

Applicants for direct entry to the DIT Postgraduate Diploma in Third Level Learning and Teaching at advanced standing should normally satisfy the admission criteria of the DIT Postgraduate Diploma in third level Learning and Teaching Assessment Panel, and the Office of Postgraduate Studies and Research Office,  through either of the following mechanisms:

A. 
Provision of  evidence of having successfully completed an honours degree course, and one of the following:

i. the Further and Adult Education Teacher’s Certificate – City and Guilds of London, Ref: 7307

ii. B. SC. (Technology and Education)

iii. H. Dip. Ed. (Higher Diploma in Education)

iv. PGCE (Postgraduate Certificate in Education)

v. a qualification deemed by the postgraduate diploma Assessment Panel  to be equivalent to the postgraduate certificate in third level learning and teaching.

or

B.      Presentation of a portfolio of learning, equivalent in content and level to the   

           learning outcomes specifications for the DIT Postgraduate Certificate Course in 

           Third Level Learning and Teaching.

Applicants who are offered access to the postgraduate Diploma in Third Level Learning and Teaching at advanced standing by either of the mechanisms outlined above will be obliged to attend a contextual one-day workshop prior to commencing the diploma programme.
Applicants seeking direct entry through portfolio of evidence should follow the directions 

outlined in the pages following.

LEARNING OUTCOMES SPECIFICATIONS

The syllabus content of the DIT Postgraduate Certificate in Third Level Learning and

 Teaching is offered in two core modules as follows:

Module 1:  Learning and Teaching in Higher Education
Module 2:  Developing Curricula and Assessment Strategies.
To achieve direct entry to the Diploma programme, applicants must provide evidence that 

they have acquired the requisite knowledge, skills, and attitudes to satisfy the learning 

outcomes of the Certificate.

The learning outcomes for the Certificate course are as follows:

Be able to:

1. apply your understanding of theories of learning  to third level teaching situations

2. design educational programmes

3. develop assessment strategies

4. evaluate modules, courses and educational technology

5. build on your experience and broaden the range of learning and teaching methodologies you can use effectively

6. utilise international research findings to develop models of excellence in teaching practice

7. select and utilise educational technology tools and integrate them into the learning environment

8. address equal opportunity issues in your teaching situations in ways that are effectively informed by current legislation, institutional policy and best practice

9. provide support to students on academic, administrative and welfare issues in ways that are acceptable to students and appropriate to their role as lecturers

10. reflect on and develop your teaching through a range of self, peer and student monitoring techniques.

11. develop personal and professional strategies to maximise opportunities and cope with constraints in your institutional setting

12. develop a critical personal philosophy of higher education

13. plan for you continued professional development in the context of lifelong learning.

The Portfolio should also contain information about the applicant.

A copy of your completed Application Form will suffice for this purpose.

Applicants preparing Portfolios will be supplied with a pro-forma template on floppy disc. 

A pro-forma file will be available for paper-based documents, audio or video tapes, artifacts etc. being submitted as evidence of learning equivalence.

Applicants may seek assistance with the preparation of their Portfolio through the DIT Learning and Teaching Centre.

Direct Entry at Advanced Standing through Portfolio of Learning Equivalence

SUPPORTS AVAILABLE  

Applicants preparing portfolios of learning equivalence in support of their claim to direct entry at advanced standing to the Postgraduate Diploma in Third Level Learning and Teaching are welcome to avail of the expertise of academic staff of the DIT Learning and Teaching Centre, 12 Upper Mount Street, Dublin 2.
