Historicity

social temporality: each individual is embedded in his/ her history; 

(DB's commentary: difficult to access by sociological research)

Singularity

all individuals are different, but have a common humanity 

(DB: 'singular universe': oximoron; sociology is not about singularity but generality)

Subjectivity

property of life histories, which give access to subjectivity

(DB: 'objective study of subjectivity': the subject as 'active'; sociology interested in the passive side of subjects,  'Bourdieu rejects the active subject: but study how people are suffering - cf "la Misère" - subjects as passive)

Activity

Activity of the 'active' subject - a situated action. Course of action over time: people devise their own long-term strategy: i.e getting into HE, new jobs etc…

The narrative: (DB: strong rejection of the narrative in the social science discourse. Narrative opposed to 'science' i.e Bourdieu).

Contextuality

People act within a situation: personal/ individual context and yet context for other people: i.e labout market. Excellent instrument to probe / learn about social contexts, social worlds (DB: re Bourdieu' s 'champs'- fields')

Expressivity

life histories grounded in real situations: ethnography 

Conflicts of values: values of science (applied sociology) against humanist values.

Value of the subject = a democracy of knowledge rather than a theocracy of knowledge/ monopoly of knowledge by the scholar.
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
